1. Introduction

This Open Call to receive cascade funding for Coaching and Mentoring Services is one of the
actions planned within the RESIST project, an initiative co-financed by the Single Market
Programme (SMP COSME), through the "Joint Cluster Initiatives (EUROCLUSTERS) for
Europe's recovery" call of the European Commission.

RESIST (“‘REsilience through Sustainable processes and production for the European
automotive InduSTry”) Eurocluster aims to help SMEs, very small businesses (VSB) and start-
ups from the Mobility Transport Automotive ecosystem (MTA) in their green and digital
transformation process, as well as to increase their level of resilience in the face of upcoming
challenges. To do this, the project expects to mobilise more than 1 million euros in cascade
funding through different calls related to five specific areas: networking; innovation; adaptation
of processes and technologies with the coaching and mentoring services Call; training; and
internationalisation. Additionally, the beneficiaries will be able to access an exhaustive report
on future challenges, know the benefits of greening and digitising production, analyse
opportunities in international markets, as well as meet potential partners from other
ecosystems.

To channel the interest in the RESIST initiative and give a personalised support to SMEs, VSBs
and start-ups from the Mobility, Transport and Automotive ecosystem, a One-stop-shop service
is available since December 2022 htips://ec.europa.eu/eusurvey/runner/RESISTone-stop-
shop, where companies can select the areas of support and activities that better fit their
strategic priorities, being informed about the opportunities available all along the project.

RESIST is one of the initiatives supported by the European Commission to assist in the
implementation of the updated industrial strategy through the launch of more than 30 joint
strategic cluster initiatives (EUROCLUSTERS) intersectoral, interdisciplinary and trans-
European for the recovery of Europe. The European Commission has only approved two
Eurocluster initiatives focused on the Mobility, Transport and Automotive ecosystem, the
RESIST and E-BOOST projects, which are already in contact to collaborate and take
advantage of synergies. The MTA ecosystem covers the production of motor vehicles, ships,
and trains, as well as the manufacture of components, repair and maintenance activities or the
freight transport. According to data from the European Commission, this ecosystem includes

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more than 1.5 million companies in which 11 million people work directly. It represents 7.1% of
the added value of the EU, reaching a turnover of 3 trillion euros.

The RESIST initiative, that started in September 2022, is a 3-year project promoted by a
consortium made up of 5 European clusters from Spain, France, the Czech Republic and
Austria: Cluster Pole Véhicule du Futur - PVF (FR); CEAGA - Galician Automotive
Cluster (ES); AUTOKLASTR (CZ); Cluster IDIA - Asociacion Investigacion, Desarrollo E
Innovacion En Aragon (ES); and Business Upper Austria - The Upper Austrian government’s
location agency (Biz-Up)(AT).

2. Objective and scope

The objective of this call is to provide financial support to European small and medium-sized
enterprises (SMEs), start-ups and very-small businesses (VSBs) — hereafter referred to as
“applicants” — working in the Mobility, Transport and Automotive ecosystem established in EU
Member States and SMP/COSME countries  (https://ec.europa.eu/info/funding-
tenders/opportunities/docs/2021-2027/smp/guidance/list-3rd-country-

participation smp en.pdf)

The companies shall be enabled to recognise their potentials and to implement necessary
measures for leveraging opportunities in digitalisation, green economy, and sustainability.

For this purpose, a pool of experts in the field of digitalisation and green engineering has been
established. This pool of experts includes experts in digitalisation and green engineering who
accompany applicants by coaching and mentoring them. This enables Partners to implement
the coaching and mentoring services (CMS) by supporting companies in the strategic design
and implementation of new and innovative digital and green approaches, technologies,
business models, and ensuring a successful implementation. The pool of experts is expected
to grow steadily during the project lifetime.

The applicant SME, start-ups, VSB may contact one or more experts either from the list
available on the submission platform: https://clustersubmissionplatform.eu/service-providers-
resist/ and the ECCP or propose an expert outside the list and invite them to submit an offer
for the respective coaching and mentoring service, and finally selects one expert. If the
selected expert is not an expert listed in the pool, he can join the pool of experts to expand the
range of offered services to SMEs in the Mobility-Transport-Automotive within the RESIST
project.

Experts interested in joining the pool of experts have the option to apply for the Open Call for
expression of interest for service providers either before or after the contract is signed. Experts
can apply throughout the duration of the RESIST project until 10/10/2024 00:00. This step is
not obligatory but provides an opportunity for experts to express their interest in participating.
Participating in a pool of experts offers the expert two key advantages:

Collaboration and knowledge exchange: By being part of the pool, the expert can collaborate
with other skilled professionals, fostering a learning environment and leading to the
development of new ideas and approaches.

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Increased visibility and opportunities: Joining the pool exposes the expert to a larger audience
of potential beneficiaries, creating more opportunities to work on projects or provide services
to a diverse range of clients.

The applicants receive financial support in the form of grants through reimbursement of actual
cost for the CMS from the consortium. This support is named FSTP = financial support to third
parties.

3. Financial support

Two types of financial support are offered in the frame of this Call about coaching and
mentoring services (CMS):

a. Assessment financial support, for assessing the current status regarding
green/digital maturity of the SME, start-ups, VSB and giving advice for improvements.

b. Feasibility financial support, for implementing a detailed analysis that considers all
the critical aspects of a proposed improvement plan, innovation project or similar, in
order to determine whether this is likely to succeed.

Assessment financial support

The Assessment financial support consists of a one-time support per applicant in the form of
specific high-level expert consulting on a specific topic related to the applicant's digital and/or
green transformation. The financial support covers up to 5 sessions with experts and the
expected outcome is a documented report prepared by the applicant, supported by the expert,
describing the maturity status and possible improvements. Assessment services funded under
the FSTP must be conducted within three months from the date of award of the grant.

Eligible applicants receive a financial support of maximum €4,000 or 75% of the expert's bill
for an assessment service, whichever is lower.

The RESIST consortium offers in total 25 financial support assessment services.

Feasibility financial support

Feasibility financial support provides support for theoretical, lab-environment study on
feasibility of implementation of a new technology, new materials, or a new approach related to
the applicant's services, products, manufacturing processes, or business models towards
digital and sustainable transition. Market studies for international markets or new markets for
applicants are also covered by the Feasibility financial supports. The outcome of this financial
support can be, e.g., practical roadmaps, feasibility studies with technical specifications, new
digitalised business models, other plans and arrangements for green/digital transformation, or
market studies.

The Feasibility service, funded under the FSTP, must be conducted within six months from the
date of award of the grant.

The implementation of the Assessment service or feasibility service, respectively, can start
immediately after the bi-lateral contract is signed by all parties (see section 6 application
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procedure).

Eligible applicants receive a financial support of maximum €7,500 or 75% of the expert’s bill
for Feasibility services, whichever is lower.

The RESIST consortium offers in total 12 financial support for feasibility services.

The assessment/feasibility services can be conducted in any language the applicant and the
expert agree on. The funded activities must be documented by the beneficiary, supported by
the expert, in form of an English publishable report (2-4 pages) that is one mandatory condition
for the payment of the financial support.

The RESIST Eurocluster expects to finance around 37 CMS (25 assessment services and 12
feasibility services).

However, this figure could be lower, if the evaluators consider the applications received do not
reach the minimum quality or are incoherent with the project requirements.

IMPORTANT:

Applicants have the possibility of participating in all Open Calls to be launched within the
framework of the RESIST initiative, but the maximum amount to be granted per applicant
in the framework of the RESIST project shall not exceed €60,000.00 in total even in the
case of multiple granted financial support scheme types to the applicant during the lifetime of
the project.

This applies for all the calls (and their respective cut-off dates) in case an applicant would apply
to the subsequent calls as well. It is the responsibility of the applicant to check that the
requested funding sums do not exceed this limit by replying to the declaration for the open call
for SMEs to receive FSTP for the Open Call Coaching and mentoring services Moreover, the
RESIST consortium will also check for every application all funding sources, budget etc... to
ensure that no double funding occurs and that the total funding remains under €60,000.The
RESIST Consortium may request documentation or proof of funding from the applicant.

According to the EU public spending rules, no cost of the same activity can be financed twice
from the EU budget. It is not allowed in any case.

The applicant cannot apply for and/or receive funding outside of RESIST for a similar service
that could lead to a potential double funding of the same action. The RESIST Consortium may
carry out the necessary control actions with other SMP Eurocluster Consortia and other EU-
funded projects to verify that there is no double funding ongoing.

4. Applicants, admissibility, and eligibility criteria

The beneficiaries of this Open Call are European SMEs, start-ups, Very Small Businesses
from the Mobility, Transport, Automotive ecosystem established in EU Member States and
SMP/COSME countries (https://ec.europa.eu/info/funding-tenders/opportunities/docs/2021-
2027/smp/guidance/list-3rd-country-participation _smp _en.pdf)

An SME will be considered as such if it complies with the European Commission’s

All applicants must fulfil the eligibility criteria set here below:

= Have no convictions for fraudulent behaviour, other financial irregularities, unethical or
illegal business practices.

= Have undergone the resilience check scheme provided by the RESIST Eurocluster that
will allow them to audit their market situation, production and processes towards
potential risks and future challenges, as well as set-up an action plan for mitigating the
main risks. This document is available on the submission platform to download once
the applicant has registered.

= The applicant must have the financial capacity to carry out the actions described in their
proposals and to properly manage the financial support granted to them.

Each applicant must be in alignment with the following situations:

Is no bankrupt or being wound up, is not having affairs administrated by the courts,
has not entered into an arrangement with creditors, has not suspended business
activities, is not the subject of proceedings concerning those matters or is not in
any analogous situation arising from a similar procedure provided for in national
legislation or regulations;

Is in compliance with its obligation relating to the payment of social security
contributions and the payment of taxes, in accordance with the legal provisions of
the country in which it is established;

Is not subject to a conflict of interest in connection with the grant.

Ethic assessment:

Avoid any conflict of interest and comply with the principles of transparency, non-
discrimination, equal treatment, sound financial management, proportionality and
competition rules.

Allow for all communications to be made in English.

Ensure that the part of the activities that is subject to the place of performance
obligation is performed in the eligible countries or target countries set out in the call
conditions.

The Expression
of Interest must be duly signed by the legal representative
of the organisation, confirming the applicant's commit-
ment to implementing the service offered in this call.

5- Scan of the experts' offer: The applicant submits the
expert's offer for the intended CMS service on the sub-
mission platform together with the Expression of Interest.

All these templates will be available on the submission
platform. Applications that do not provide ALL the requested
documents will not be considered.

For both financial support types, the applicant must select
either an expert from the list available on the submission
platform and the ECCP or propose an expert outside the list.

The list provided by the RESIST partners contains the
information about the contact (hame, country, e-mail, phone
number etc...), the company and the type of service it offers.

2) Award procedure (against the defined evaluation criteria).

If successful, this committee will review the content of the proposal (quality check).

Only companies that meet the above listed requirements will be evaluated, i.e. companies that
do not fulfil the requirements will not be considered.

In case of ex-aequo between proposals, priority will be given to highest scores for the criterion:

8. Payment scheme

As soon as the service is accomplished and the assessment/feasibility service report has been
submitted by the beneficiary to the project consortium, the beneficiary provides the
confirmation of payment of the experts’ invoice. Following the expert’s invoice, the beneficiary
has to lay an invoice according to the grant awarded (max. 75% or €4,000/7,500), addressed
to PVF. RESIST partners will not pay the expert’s invoice but the beneficiary’s invoice.

Upon approval of the final report the RESIST coordinator PVF will pay the beneficiary FSTP
by transfering the grant awarded within 30 days. Any amount exceeding the grant awarded will
need to be covered by the applicant.

Any payment will be made in EURO.

Expenditure incurred are eligible from the signature of the contract among parties until 3 or 6
months depending on the type of financial support.

No retroactivity of costs is _accepted, a grant cannot be used to cover costs of an
action/activities that took place before the date of submission of the proposal.

Costs incurred for the implementation of the Assessment service /feasibility service must be
used for the sole purpose of achieving the objectives of the service and its expected results,
in @ manner consistent with the principles of economy, efficiency and effectiveness.

Assessment services financial support:

e Selected applicants receive a financial support of maximum €4,000 or 75% of the
expert's invoice for CMS Assessment services, whichever is lower.
